Makes employer's failure to comply with requirements of Oregon Retirement Savings Plan unlawful practice. 

Updates various statutes in Insurance Code to reflect changes in National Association of Insurance Commissioners 
model provisions related to reducing reserve requirements for domestic ceding insurers that cede insurance to 
reinsurers and to regulating insurance adjusters and insurance consultants. 

Removes sunset from statutes that regulate guaranteed asset protection waivers. 

Provides that Department of Revenue may assist certain public bodies in collecting delinquent accounts, subject to 
certain limitations. 

Allows farm direct marketer sales and consignment sales of olive oil.
