Provides that fixed percentage of certain forecasted video lottery revenues, adjusted for certain allocations to Regional 
Solutions Program, be transferred to counties for economic development. 

Directs Oregon Business Development Department to develop workforce development plan to communicate 
advantages of Eastern Oregon Border Economic Development Region in order to encourage people to move to and 
work in region. 

Allows out-of-state applicant seeking occupational license in Oregon more time to meet Oregon standards if applicant 
is already licensed in another state and is seeking to work in Eastern Oregon Border Economic Development Region. 

Includes developing and expanding broadband Internet access service as form of economic development for which 
Oregon Business Development Department may fund loans and grants for use in Eastern Oregon Border Economic 
Development Region. 

Clarifies, for purposes of Eastern Oregon Border Economic Development Board activities, that "workforce 
development" includes development of residential housing necessary to attract and keep employees in Eastern Oregon 
Border Economic Development Region.
