Allocates $1,600,000 of lottery revenue to Oregon Business Development Department to be used to issue grants or 
loans in support of redevelopment of Port of Port Orford Cannery. 

Appropriates moneys for distribution to Curry County assessor for pilot program to increase employment in assessor's
office in order to achieve assessment rotation of seven years for taxable property. 

Appropriates moneys from General Fund to Oregon Department of Administrative Services for distribution to Curry 
County for purpose of installing fiber optic telecommunication line to Cape Blanco Airport. 

Appropriates moneys from General Fund to Oregon Department of Administrative Services for distribution to 
Historic Portland Public Market Foundation for predevelopment expenses for James Beard Public Market. 

Authorizes exception allowing certain cities to impose tax or fee, in excess of standard limitation, on production, 
processing or sale of marijuana items.
