Allocates $1,600,000 of lottery revenue to Oregon Business Development Department to be used to issue grants or 
loans in support of redevelopment of Port of Port Orford Cannery. 

Appropriates moneys for distribution to Curry County assessor for pilot program to increase employment in assessor's
office in order to achieve assessment rotation of seven years for taxable property.
