SB 218B
Authorizes Oregon Liquor Control Commission to refuse to issue initial marijuana production licenses based on
supply of and demand for marijuana.

SB 219A
Requires that moneys in Regional Infrastructure Fund be used for disbursements to federally recognized Indian tribes
in this state for specified purposes.

SB 830 A
Requires that, to extent provided by Oregon Liquor Control Commission rules, if wine labeled with American
viticultural area in Oregon is labeled with single grape variety as type designation, wine must meet specified content
requirements.

SB 831A
Requires that, to extent provided in Oregon Liquor Control Commission rules, wine using American viticultural area
in this state as appellation of origin or implying American viticultural area as source be produced entirely from grapes
grown in that American viticultural area.
