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Room:     
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Directs Department of Education to distribute grants for improving student outcomes by supporting social, emotional, 
mental and physical health needs of students. 

Directs education service districts to ensure that services of school behavioral health specialist are available to 
component school districts. 

Directs Early Learning Division to develop plan for ensuring children seamlessly transition between mental health 
services. 

Requires school districts to provide coordinated comprehensive school counseling program. 

Modifies requirements for school to qualify as small high school for purposes of State School Fund distributions.
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
