Creates Oregon Bright Futures Plan Task Force. 

Requires community colleges and universities operating in this state that receive state financial aid to adopt written 
policy on hazing, provide on-campus policy training on hazing and annually report to Higher Education Coordinating 
Commission number of hazing incidents reported and investigated by community college or university during previous 
academic year. 

Requires public institutions of higher education to bypass developmental educational requirements and placement tests 
for each student who receives grade on approved high school equivalency test indicating student is fully qualified to 
bypass requirements and tests.

 

Provides grants to counties that received Secure Rural Schools Program payments in calendar year 2008 equal to at 
least 30 percent of all moneys deposited into county general fund. 

Directs Department of Education to create Oregon Educational Support Professional of Year Program.
