Directs Oregon Health Authority to adopt rules requiring infants to be screened to detect certain diseases. 

Authorizes trained and certified dentists to prescribe and administer vaccines. 

Requires prescription monitoring system established by Oregon Health Authority to be accessible to dental director 
appointed by authority. 

Provides funding to peer-run organizations in Portland metropolitan area, southern Oregon region and eastern and 
central Oregon region to operate peer respite centers to provide peer respite services to individuals with mental illness 
who experience acute distress, anxiety or emotional pain. 

Deletes requirement that pseudoephedrine be classified as Schedule III controlled substance. 

Prohibits anyone other than patient from administering medication to end patient's life in humane and dignified manner.
