Imposes assessment on large employers with employees who receive or who have minor children who receive certain
types of public assistance in this state, in amount equal to public assistance paid.

Requires Oregon Health Authority, in consultation with stakeholders, to propose to interim committees of Legislative
Assembly related to health, by January 1, 2020, long term solutions to financing health care in Oregon.

HB 3165 ** **Subsequent Referral(s) to Ways and Means
Requires Oregon Health Authority to provide planning grants to 10 school districts or education service districts to
evaluate community needs for school-based health services.

HB 2692
Requires Pharmacy and Therapeutics Committee to publish on website of Oregon Health Authority within seven days
recommendations concerning Practitioner-Managed Prescription Drug Plan.

HB 2678
Subject to exceptions, allows Oregon Health Authority to require prior authorization for prescription drugs, other than
mental health drugs, that are not listed on Practitioner-Managed Prescription Drug Plan and that are reimbursed on fee-
for-service basis.
