Prohibits person from mailing or shipping inhalant delivery system without meeting certain requirements. 

Requires hospitals and pediatric health care facilities to have plans, approved by Oregon Health Authority, for treating 
sexual assault survivors who present in need of medical forensic services or for transferring sexual assault survivors to
hospital or approved pediatric health care facility for medical forensic services. 

Imposes assessment on large employers with employees who receive or who have minor children who receive certain 
types of public assistance in this state, in amount equal to public assistance paid.

CARRIED OVER FROM 04/02/2019 AGENDA: Subject to exceptions, allows Oregon Health Authority to require 
prior authorization for prescription drugs, other than mental health drugs, that are not listed on Practitioner-Managed 
Prescription Drug Plan and that are reimbursed on fee-for-service basis. 

CARRIED OVER FROM 04/02/2019 AGENDA: Directs each manufacturer of prescription drugs that are sold 
within this state to develop and implement drug take-back program for purpose of collecting from individuals and 
nonbusiness entities prescription drugs for disposal. 

CARRIED OVER FROM 04/02/2019 AGENDA: Requires nonprofit hospitals and hospital systems to establish 
financial assistance policies meeting specified criteria. 

CARRIED OVER FROM 04/02/2019 AGENDA: Requires manufacturer of prescription drugs to report to 
Department of Consumer and Business Services planned increase in price of certain prescription drugs at least 60 days
before date of increase. 

Requires specified professional regulatory boards to require persons authorized to practice professions regulated by 
board to complete cultural competency continuing education. 

Transfers to Public Employees' Benefit Board and Oregon Educators Benefit Board duty to conduct audit to determine
health benefit plan enrollees' continued eligibility for coverage as spouses or dependents. 

Establishes right of consumer to be educated about ways to reduce cost of prescription drugs. 

Imposes new requirements on pharmacy benefit managers registered in this state. 

Requires Director of the Oregon Health Authority to provide forum for all vertically integrated, nonprofit health care 
systems in Oregon to collaborate to envision health care delivery system for Oregon's future. 

Directs administrator of Oregon Prescription Drug Program to cooperate with State of California in bulk purchase of 
prescription drugs. 

Authorizes administrator of Oregon Prescription Drug Program to cooperate with Canadian provinces or territories in 
bulk purchase of prescription drugs. 

Requires Oregon Health Authority to design and, with federal approval, implement program to import wholesale 
prescription drugs from Canada. 

Establishes prohibitions for registered pharmacy benefit managers. 

Requires Oregon Health Authority to contract with person to be purchasing agent to assist authority in purchasing 
prescription drugs for medical assistance recipients. 

Allows individuals who do not qualify for medical assistance or premium tax credits under Affordable Care Act to 
enroll in coordinated care organizations by paying premiums that cover actuarial value of health services. 

Requires Oregon Health Authority and coordinated care organizations to partner with regional health equity coalitions 
in addressing health disparities for communities of color. 

CARRIED OVER FROM 04/02/2019 AGENDA: Establishes COFA Dental Program in Oregon Health Authority to
provide dental care to low-income citizens of Pacific Islands in Compact of Free Association who reside in Oregon 
and lack access to affordable dental coverage.
