Authorizes Public Health Officer to appoint local health officer in certain counties. 

Grants to Oregon Health Authority powers to regulate financial condition of coordinated care organizations that align 
with powers of Department of Consumer and Business Services to regulate domestic insurers. 

Requires health care employer to conduct comprehensive security and safety evaluation using state or nationally 
recognized workplace violence prevention toolkit. 

Directs Director of the Oregon Health Authority or director's designee to discharge employee at facility under 
jurisdiction of authority if it has been substantiated that employee physically or sexually abused patient or client. 

Authorizes appointment of health care advocate to make health care decisions for individual with developmental 
disability receiving services through individualized written service plan if individual does not have guardian or health 
care representative. 

Specifies requirements for insurer determinations regarding requests for prior authorization for coverage of health care 
items, services, procedures and settings. 

Prohibits individual from being excluded from participation in or denied benefits under health benefit plan issued or 
delivered in this state based on actual or perceived race, color, national origin, sex, sexual orientation, gender identity, 
age or disability. 

Directs State Board of Pharmacy to adopt rules to require prescription drugs for specified persons be labeled or 
dispensed with informational insert in English and other language.
