Modifies terms "venereal disease" and "sexually transmitted disease" to "sexually transmitted infection." Clarifies 
hearings procedure for certificates of need for certain health care facilities. 

Requires health benefit plans that cover radiation therapy for cancer to cover proton beam therapy on basis no less 
favorable than other covered benefits. 

Requires insurance coverage of pelvic examinations and Pap smear examinations to include reimbursement for medical 
devices and items that clinician determines best suit needs of patient. 

Requires local public health authorities and coordinated care organizations to provide funding to support school-based 
programs providing dental disease prevention services. 

Allows nonprofit corporation that provides reduced-cost dental services to underserved populations, including 
individuals 55 years of age or older or individuals who require accessible facilities, to own, operate, conduct or 
maintain dental practice.
