Directs Department of Human Services to distribute $1 million to Center for the Prevention of Abuse and Neglect to
conduct Oregon Child Abuse Prevalence Study.

HB 3180 ** **Subsequent Referral(s) to Ways and Means

Appropriates moneys from General Fund to Department of Education for purposes of developing curricula and
providing educator training for instructional requirements that relate to child sexual abuse prevention, human sexuality
education, teen dating violence and domestic violence, and similar instructional requirements that relate to child safety.
