Approves adoption of and modifications to rules of Oregon Criminal Justice Commission. 

Establishes alternative procedure for use by owner, operator or employee of fuel dispensary to obtain removal of 
vehicle preventing or hindering access to fuel dispensing equipment. 

Requires research facilities that use dogs or cats for laboratory research to offer dogs or cats no longer used for 
research for adoption prior to euthanization . 

Provides that auction company has lien on motor vehicle that auction company possesses and stored on premises that 
auction company owns or controls. 

Provides exception to offense of illegal consignment practices. 

Prohibits person licensed to distribute cigarettes or tobacco products from affixing Oregon tax stamps or purchasing 
untaxed roll-your-own tobacco unless person certifies to Attorney General that cigarettes or tobacco was purchased 
directly from manufacturer or importer. 

Makes person voluntarily fighting wildfire immune from civil liability for injury resulting from good faith 
performance of firefighting efforts. 

Modifies provisions for emergency commitment of individuals in Indian country.
