Requires that transfer of tax credit follow uniform transfer procedures. 

Authorizes governing body of county with population of more than 570,000 to set maximum dollar amount of $25,000 
or more for total assessed value of all of taxpayer's manufactured structures taxable as personal property below which 
such manufactured structures are not subject to ad valorem property taxation for assessment year. 

Expands list of hospitals whose medical staff may qualify for specified income tax credit. 

Requires Department of Revenue to disseminate information on withholding of personal income tax by employer on 
behalf of employees, in lieu of preparation of withholding table.
