Program, enterprise zones, long term incentives for rural enterprise zones and business development income tax 
exemption. 

Extends sunset for property tax exemption for multiple-unit housing. 

Provides that personal income taxpayer may elect to establish account in Oregon 529 Savings Network through means 
provided by Department of Revenue. 

Directs employer, on annual tax withholding return submitted to Department of Revenue, to indicate whether employer
offers qualified retirement savings plan that would allow exemption from participation in Oregon Retirement Savings 
Plan.
