CARRIED OVER FROM THE 5-28-2019 MEETING Modifies definition of "tax expenditure" applicable to 
automatic tax expenditure sunset provisions by excluding provisions required by federal law.

Extends time for filing of estate tax return as applicable to estate owing no federal estate tax. 

Authorizes, during five assessment years following correction of real market value by Department of Revenue or 
tribunal, change to real market value indicated by subsequent sale of property. 

Changes due date for forest products harvest tax and western and eastern Oregon small tract severance tax to April 15.

Provides that Department of Revenue may assist certain public bodies in collecting delinquent accounts, subject to 
certain limitations.
