Prohibits insurer from receiving reimbursement or subrogation for personal injury protection benefits or health benefits
insurer provided to person injured in motor vehicle accident from any recovery injured person obtains in action for 
damages except to extent that injured person first receives full compensation for injured person's injuries and 
reimbursement or subrogation is paid only from total amount of recovery in excess of amount that fully compensates 
for injured person's injuries. 

Specifies certain presumptions as to compensability of covered employee's claim of benefits under workers' 
compensation law for death, disability or impairment of health . 

Prohibits name of Secretary of State, county clerk or filing officer from appearing in official capacity on voters' 
pamphlet, return identification envelope, secrecy envelope or other ballot information provided to electors if secretary, 
county clerk or filing officer is on ballot. 

Establishes Task Force on Campaign Finance Reform. 

Requires communications made in support of or opposition to candidate or measure to identify whether candidate, 
petition committee or political committee authorized communication. 

Requires covered nonprofit to file donor identification list that identifies donors that made donations above specified 
amount to covered nonprofit if covered nonprofit makes aggregate political expenditures above specified amount.
