Requires Oregon Health Policy Board to study changes in health care coverage in Oregon since implementation of 
Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act and report results of study to interim committees of Legislative Assembly 
related to health. 

Requires statement of economic interest to include certain information about sources of income for business in which 
public official or candidate, or member of household of public official or candidate, is officer or holds directorship if 
source of income has legislative or administrative interest and 10 percent or more of total gross annual income of 
business comes from that source of income. 

Establishes Task Force on Automatic Voter Registration. 

Directs professional licensing boards, in certain circumstances, to accept individual taxpayer identification number or 
other federally-issued identification number in lieu of Social Security number on applications for issuance or renewal 
of authorization to practice occupation or profession. 

Directs professional licensing boards to study manner in which persons who are immigrants or refugees become 
authorized to practice occupation or profession.
