Modifies prudent investor rule to allow trustee to consider settlor's or beneficiaries' personal values, including settlor's
or beneficiaries' desire to engage in sustainable or socially responsible investment strategies aligning with settlor's or 
beneficiaries' social, environmental, governance or other values or beliefs, and beneficiaries' financial needs, when 
making investment decisions.
