Clarifies that Record of Emergency Data form completed by member of Armed Forces of United States serves as 
written signed instrument to direct disposition of remains upon death of member. 

Appropriates moneys to Oregon Military Department to expand and increase access to statewide 2-1-1 system. 

Requires public or private safety agency to display message listing 9-1-1 emergency number on websites or printed 
materials that list contact phone number for agency and are intended for general public use, viewing or distribution. 

Establishes Oregon Educational and Workforce Development Bridge Loan Program in Department of Veterans' 
Affairs to conduct outreach and provide forgivable loans to veterans and disabled veterans who are enrolled in 
approved course of study, approved professional training, approved workforce development program, or approved 
apprenticeship in connection with institution of higher education, and who are eligible to receive federal educational aid
or other financial assistance that is temporarily unavailable.
