Allows State Forester to order use of wildfire suppression personnel, equipment and services on any federal lands 
within state borders. 

Extends sunset for tax credit for provision of volunteer emergency medical services in rural area. 

Authorizes cities and rural fire protection districts to adopt plans to provide ambulance and emergency care services to 
city or rural fire protection district.
