Creates Task Force on Extending the Westside Express Service Commuter Line to Salem. 

Directs Department of Transportation to study train delays and report on findings to interim committees of Legislative 
Assembly related to transportation on or before September 15, 2020. 

Requires that trains and light engines transporting freight must have two crew members. 

Urges President and Congress to pursue Oregon and California Railroad grant land management reforms. 

Prohibits Department of Transportation from charging fee for issuing, renewing or replacing parking identification 
cards. 

Provides that when person's vehicle is totaled or substantially altered person may keep registration plates with vehicle 
if vehicle issued branded title or person may transfer plates to another vehicle if vehicle's title is canceled or retired. 

Increases fee for Pacific Wonderland registration plates.
