Creates credit against income tax for taxpayers with not more than 100 employees that create 10 or more new jobs 
during tax year. 

Appropriates moneys from General Fund to Oregon Department of Administrative Services for distribution to City of 
Mosier for construction of joint-use fire hall and community center. 

Appropriates moneys from General Fund to Oregon Business Development Department for distribution to certain 
entities for purposes of building entrepreneurial capacity in rural regions of this state, developing regional assets to 
support entrepreneurial growth and building network of statewide resources to leverage and accelerate access to 
resources regardless of location.
