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Requires each community college and public university to establish textbook affordability plan.
 

Directs Department of Education, in collaboration with Higher Education Coordinating Commission, to administer 
Accelerated College Credit Planning Partnership Grant Program to encourage partnerships between school districts and
post-secondary institutions of education to offer accelerated college credit programs.
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
