CARRIED OVER FROM THE 5/6/2019 AGENDA: Requires district school board or hearings officer to conduct 
hearing in executive session or privately if hearing pertains to or involves examination of confidential records of 
student. 

Limits authority of school district to become member of voluntary organization that administers interscholastic 
activities or that facilitates scheduling and programming of interscholastic activities unless organization addresses 
specified behavior. 

Provides that current or former foster child under 25 years of age is eligible for tuition waiver at institution of higher 
education if current or former foster child is enrolled in courses totaling one or more credit hours for purposes of 
pursuing initial undergraduate degree. 

Permits adopted former foster children to have amount of tuition and all fees waived if attending defined institutions of
higher education for purposes of pursuing initial undergraduate degree. 

Clarifies authorities governing Office of Community Colleges and Workforce Development.
