Appropriates moneys for distribution to Oregon Coast Aquarium for purposes for which aquarium's current capital 
campaign has been undertaken. 

Establishes standards for establishment of farm breweries that produce less than 150,000 gallons of malt beverages on 
lands zoned for exclusive farm use or mixed farm and forest use. 

Allows county to approve certain divisions of land zoned for exclusive farm use for purposes of siting utility facilities 
necessary for public service. 

Appropriates moneys to Department of Environmental Quality to award grant under ORS 454.779 and cover 
administrative costs necessary to implement ORS 454.779. 

Authorizes qualified institutions to receive loans from Water Pollution Control Revolving Fund to finance projects to 
repair or replace failing on-site septic systems or to replace failing on-site septic systems with connections to available 
sewer.
