Establishes Task Force on Forest Health Enhancement to design program for carrying out certain forest-related 
activities. 

Establishes Oregon Climate Authority. 

Appropriates moneys from General Fund to Department of Environmental Quality for deposit in Residential Solid 
Fuel Heating Air Quality Improvement Fund to fund grants that support community efforts to improve economic 
development and public health by reducing emissions from solid fuel burning devices that burn wood. 

Clarifies applicability of surface mining exclusion certificate to multiple sites and on federal and state lands. 

Requires State Department of Fish and Wildlife to consider elk overpopulation when implementing the Oregon 
Landowner Damage Program. 

Prohibits person from intentionally returning for refund value during one day 25 or more individual beverage 
containers that person knows or has good reason to know were not sold in this state. 

Prohibits sale, purchase or use of pesticide chlorpyrifos.
