Increases rate of tax for emergency communications.

HB 2174B

For urban renewal plan proposed on or after effective date of Act, that includes public building project, requires
concurrence of at least three of four taxing districts estimated to forgo most property tax revenue under proposed plan.

HB 2390 A

Modifies provisions of state law relating to depositories of public funds and administration of public funds.

HB 2587 A

For purposes of homestead property tax deferral program for seniors and persons with disabilities, changes prohibition
on homestead with outstanding deferred property taxes from being pledged as security for reverse mortgage to
prohibition on homestead that is pledged as security for reverse mortgage from being granted deferral under program.
