Requires Oregon Health Authority to research, study and compare behavioral health treatments in other states and 
report findings and conclusions to interim judiciary committees of Legislative Assembly no later than September 20, 
2020. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 03/06/2019 AGENDA: Requires pharmacists to label prescription drugs in language 
other than English if patient to whom prescription drug is dispensed is person of limited English proficiency. 

Requires health benefit plans, state medical assistance program, Public Employees' Benefit Board and Oregon 
Educators Benefit Board to pay for standard fertility preservation services for covered individual who will undergo 
medical treatment that is likely to result in iatrogenic infertility. 

Requires health benefit plan coverage of pregnancy care for surrogate mothers. 

Requires health benefit plans to cover fertility and reproductive endocrinology services. 

Changes "venereal disease" and "sexually transmitted disease" to "sexually transmitted infection." Changes "human 
immunodeficiency virus" and "acquired immune deficiency syndrome" to "blood-borne pathogen.". 
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Note change: SB 973 has been added to the agenda.
