CARRIED OVER FROM THE 3-25-2019 AGENDA: Requires sellers of manufactured dwellings on rented spaces 
to provide property disclosure statements, in prescribed form, to prospective purchasers. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 3-25-2019 AGENDA: Allows development of parsonage on land where 
nonresidential place of worship is allowed use.
