CARRIED OVER FROM THE 02/04/2019 MEETING: Removes sunset from statutes that regulate guaranteed asset 
protection waivers. 

Directs guardian to deliver notice of order of appointment to certain persons. 

Prescribes optional form for supported decision-making agreement. 

Requires court, under certain circumstances, to appoint legal counsel for respondent or protected person in protective 
proceeding. 

Limits guardian's authority to limit protected person's preferred associations with third parties.
