Authorizes court to award prevailing retail customers, who bring actions against vehicle dealers, attorney fees under 
certain circumstances. 

Modifies Elderly Persons and Persons With Disabilities Abuse Prevention Act to apply to elderly persons who are 
residents of long term care facilities. 

Prohibits law enforcement agencies from employing person as law enforcement officer unless person has completed 
psychological screening to determine person's fitness to serve as law enforcement officer. 

Requires law enforcement agency to establish mental health wellness policy for addressing issues related to mental 
health wellness of law enforcement officers employed by agency.
