Prohibits transferring right to redeem property to successor in interest by sale. 

Makes person voluntarily fighting wildfire immune from civil liability for injury resulting from good faith 
performance of firefighting efforts. 

Increases criminal and civil penalties for subsequent and intentional violations of specified election laws. 

Requires Oregon Health Authority to research, study and compare behavioral health treatments in other states and 
report findings and conclusions to interim judiciary committees of Legislative Assembly no later than September 20, 
2020. 

Removes provisions prohibiting Oregon State Bar from charging membership fees to members admitted to practice 
law for 50 years or more. 

Modifies prudent investor rule to allow trustee to consider environmental, social and governance factors of investments
when making investment decisions.
