CARRIED OVER FROM 4/3/2019 AGENDA: Provides that conditioning employment on refraining from using any 
substance that is lawful to use in this state is unlawful employment practice. 

CARRIED OVER FROM 4/3/2019 AGENDA: Directs Department of Justice to study issues related to consumer 
protection and towing and to provide results of study to Legislative Assembly no later than December 31, 2019. 

CARRIED OVER FROM 4/3/2019 AGENDA: Imposes certain requirements related to private security providers 
who contract with institutions of higher education to provide private security services on campus and special campus 
security officers commissioned by governing boards of public universities. 

CARRIED OVER FROM 4/3/2019 AGENDA: Prohibits person from organizing, sponsoring, promoting, 
conducting or participating in contest, competition, tournament or derby that has objective of taking wildlife for prizes 
or other inducement or for entertainment. 

CARRIED OVER FROM 4/3/2019 AGENDA: Requires public bodies to use Department of State Police for 
purposes of requesting criminal records checks relating to employment by public body. 

Establishes Domestic Violence Committee within Oregon Criminal Justice Commission to study and make 
recommendations on ways to improve criminal justice system response to domestic violence in state. 

Allows defendant in eviction action to apply for order setting aside judgment. 

Modifies juvenile code to prohibit placement of children and wards taken into protective custody in detention facilities.
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Note change: SB 379, SB 548, SB 576, SB 723, and SB 775 carried over.

Directs Department of Corrections to conduct study on adequacy of funding for counties for community corrections 
programs and present report on findings to interim committees of Legislative Assembly related to judiciary on or 
before September 15, 2020. 

Makes owner, operator or lessee of quarry or mine located on property adjacent to Willamette River in Polk County 
strictly liable for injuries resulting from bullets that stray outside boundaries of property. 

Modifies procedures related to criminal defendants lacking fitness to proceed. 

Prohibits denial of medical assistance on basis that individual under 18 years of age is in detention pending 
adjudication. 

Creates rebuttable presumption that equal parenting time is in best interests of child. 

Modifies procedures by which person convicted of felony initiates proceedings to obtain DNA testing. 

Exempts from public records disclosure medical records of individuals under jurisdiction of Psychiatric Security 
Review Board that are maintained by board. 

Restricts arbitration award from ordering disciplinary action that differs from disciplinary action imposed by law 
enforcement agency if arbitrator makes finding of employee misconduct, consistent with agency's finding of 
misconduct, and disciplinary action imposed by agency was made pursuant to discipline guide incorporated into 
agency's disciplinary policies. 

Requires Department of Corrections to adopt rules that prohibit correctional facilities, and requires cities and counties 
to adopt ordinances that prohibit local correctional facilities, from having contract with provider of telephone services 
under which department, city, county or facility receives payment for telephone services provided to inmates of 
facility. 

Directs Department of Justice to study topics relating to bias crimes and report results to interim committees of 
Legislative Assembly related to judiciary on or before September 15, 2020. 

Authorizes use of pseudonym, initials or other signifier instead of name of witness or victim in indictment when 
specified requirements are met. 

Prescribes optional form for supported decision-making agreement. 

Specifies charges or convictions that may not be considered in fitness determinations. 

Defines "dangerous to self or others" for purposes of civil commitment proceedings. 

Directs certifying agencies to certify to United States Citizenship and Immigration Services, within specified time, 
victim helpfulness in detecting, investigating or prosecuting qualifying criminal activity. 

Provides that obligee spouse's conviction for attempted murder or conspiracy to commit murder of obligor spouse is 
change of circumstances for purposes of spousal support modification.
