Modifies definition of "officer-initiated pedestrian stop" for purposes of profiling data collection by removing 
requirement that stop result in citation, arrest or search. 

Allows pharmacist or pharmacy technician to transfer drug containing pseudoephedrine without prescription to person 
who is at least 18 years of age and presents person's valid government-issued photo identification. 

Requires manufacturer to equip connected device with reasonable security features that protect connected device and 
information that connected device stores from access, destruction, modification, use or disclosure that consumer does 
not authorize. 

Prohibits court from inquiring into defendant's immigration status or requiring defendant to disclose defendant's 
immigration status at time of plea or at any other time during criminal proceeding.
