SB 51

• Defines a storage right subject to 
transfer

• Allows for change in the type of use 
identified in the storage right

• Specifies application criteria that are 
better suited to storage rights than 
the existing transfers law, while 
mirroring it 
• see 540.510 for existing

• Ties into existing transfers statutes 
and processes where appropriate 
for storage and type of use changes 
• See reference to ORS 540.520 and 

540.530 

• Allows for changes to 
secondary rights to be jointly 
filed and considers that the 
holders may be different

• Identifies process for handling 
proposed transfer when 
proposal would result in the 
storage right conflicting with 
existing secondary rights
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SB 51

• Requires amendments

• Primarily in subsections 4 and 5
• Most of the amendments are technical changes to 

address improper use of terms “permit,” and “water use 
subject to transfer” 

• Interested in working with others on any other 
amendments

• WRD interested in working with others on the larger fix
