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Employment Related Day Care

This benefit helps low-income, working
families pay for child care so parents can
retain employment. It also fosters healthy
child development and school success.
ERDC works with partners to help families
find quality child care and to increase the
avallabllity of child care.



Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program

This Is a federally funded program which offers
nutrition assistance to millions of eligible, low-income
Individuals and families. SNAP is the largest program
In the domestic hunger safety net.

and individuals by providing them a means to “B'
meet their nutritional needs.

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Temporary Assistance for Needy Families

TANF provides cash assistance to low-
iIncome families with children while they strive
to become self-sufficient. It is intended to help
families meet basic needs, such as food,
clothing, shelter and utilities, through a

personalized coaching plan.
