SUMMARY

Directs Higher Education Coordinating Commission to conduct study to
determine best method for ensuring that courses offered at community col-
leges correspond with local workforce needs.

Requires commission to report findings to interim committees of Legisla-
tive Assembly related to higher education on or before September 15, 2020.

Sunsets January 2, 2021.

Takes effect on 91st day following adjournment sine die.

A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to colleges; and prescribing an effective date.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:
SECTION 1. (1) The Higher Education Coordinating Commission

shall consult with community colleges and conduct a study to deter-

mine the best method for ensuring that courses offered at community
colleges correspond with local workforce needs.

(2) The commission shall present the results of the study, along
with any recommended legislative changes, in a report to the interim
committees of the Legislative Assembly related to higher education in
the manner provided under ORS 192.245 on or before September 15,
2020.

SECTION 2. Section 1 of this 2019 Act is repealed on January 2, 2021.

SECTION 3. This 2019 Act takes effect on the 91st day after the date
on which the 2019 regular session of the Eightieth Legislative Assem-

bly adjourns sine die.
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
