HB 2173 and HB 2184

EducationSuperHighway helped 23 states establish matching funds

HB 2173 and HB 2184 provide support for school broadband into the 21st

Century:

• HB 2173, by establishing the Oregon Broadband Office and the Broadband 
Advisory Council with a mandate to “pursue and leverage federal sources of 
broadband funding and promote digital literacy, equity and inclusion”

• HB 2184 by expanding the definition of “retail telecommunications service” 
makes available added resources to continue to leverage the federal e-rate 
program.
