Further, allowing more units to be constructed in the
state's wealthiest neighborhoods could lessen the pressure on almost every neighborhood facing
displacement, and with the proper safeguards virtually every neighborhood could be better off. |
thought this was an excellent summary of this study: https://www.sightline.org/2019/02/13/who-
would-live-in-missing-middle-housing-the-middle-class/.
