Just as we require foods labels
to list product ingredients and pharmacies to provide consumers with drug data, | believe it is our
responsibility to provide parents (and adults) with the list of ingredients contained in each
immunization. Although we regulate immunizations differently than other drugs our ethical duty
remains the same.
