EFFECT OF AMENDMENT:

BACKGROUND:
The University of Oregon has a Sustainable City Year Program which matches students to an Oregon city, county,
special district, tribe, or government agency for the academic year. The program allows students to provide real
solutions to community challenges and sustainable development. The course allows students to conduct research,
visit communities, engage with stakeholders, and present their findings during a campus session. Partnerships
have included Metro, Springfield and Lane District County, City of Redmond, City of Albany, TriMet etc.
