My name is Erika Jones, and | am a Registered Nurse in Eugene, Oregon. | urge you to support HB
3063 which seeks to remove the non-medical vaccine exemption from Oregon law. We need to
protect our most vulnerable populations, pregnant women, children too young to get vaccinated,
cancer patients and/or stem cell transplant recipients, and others who are unable to get vaccinated
for medical reasons. It is incredibly selfish and dangerous that we allow parents to not vaccinate
their children for unnecessary reasons, putting others' lives at risk because they are misinformed,
uneducated, or just plain don't care about the people in our communities who depend on them to
keep their children from spreading completely preventable diseases. This is a serious public health
crisis.
