It will add to household income
across all tax brackets, with the most going to low-income households because it will create
thousands of good-paying jobs and the transition to cleaner energy will lower costs for people and
businesses. One of the best parts of the bill is that it guarantees 2.2 million metric tons of pollution
will be reduced every two years, this will help the environment and my personal health because I
have asthma.
