OYA’s parole and probation field offices around the state participated in pilot tests of Youth 
Placement Scores tool, which predicts the likelihood that a youth on OYA probation or 
parole will be successful in each of the residential programs OYA contracts with. It is used to 
assist juvenile parole and probation officers in matching youth with appropriate 
programming.  
 
The field offices are organized into five regions. Some regional offices incorporate multiple 
counties; some counties, like Lane County, are “regional offices” in and of themselves.  
 
Below is a list of the five regions and 15 participating OYA offices. The five regions are noted 
in bold.  

 

• Central/Eastern Region (Crook, Deschutes, Gilliam, Hood River, Jefferson, 
Sherman, Wasco, Wheeler) 

• Clackamas 

• Lane 

• Marion 

• NW Region (Clatsop, Columbia, Tillamook, Washington)
