We often
see situations where a parent has knowingly or unknowingly put their child's life in danger,
and the aftermath of those decisions. To see children suffering greatly, and witness first hand
the pain that comes with every IV | place, every piece of tape | pull off their skin, and know
what a small piece of the larger scale of trauma they are going through is so painful to
witness. Measles is a preventable illness. Our children should be protected, not only for their
own sakes, but for the sake of the elderly, the newborns, and the immune compromised who
also are so vulnerable. As adults we can choose safety, these children cannot.
