Facing housing instability and homelessness
Dealing with the effects of poverty
Living in homes with domestic violence
Struggling with mental health issues
Supporting marginalized and historically underserved communities
Implementing systems of change
Dealing with the impacts of substance abuse

School social workers also have the training and education that makes them uniquely qualified
to understand and develop systems that support students and families with the biggest barriers
to academic achievement and subsequent life success. All school social workers have explicit
education around systemic racism and discrimination, which is a central factor in Oregon’s
persistently low graduation rates for students of color.

Get connected to resources for domestic violence services
Get connected to resources for sexually minority youth and families
Get connected to culturally specific resources and supports
Referrals and connections to youth and adult substance abuse providers and services
