We either act now and take aggressive action and make an orderly, 
organized, globally coordinated transition to the zero carbon economy or we continue what we are 
doing and very soon we will find ourselves in a chaotic, completely uncoordinated collapse of organized 
society. We are already in way over our heads, yet we allow the most ignorant, most uninformed, and 
the most avaricious and corrupt to dictate our policies.
