1. Rep. Drazen asked if a child could get a Med exemption based on family history. OHA incorrectly
stated that not if child’s sibling or parent has immune issues, only child himself. This is opposite of what
CDC says. Under MMR, MMRYV, Varicella contraindications:

e Has a parent, brother, or sister with a history of immune system problems.
